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PowerPoint is the most prevalent form of persuasion technology in use today.  It is a component of the Microsoft Office system.  In PowerPoint, text, graphics, movies, and other objects are positioned on individual slides.  Slides are then displayed on-screen and navigated by the presenter.  PowerPoint allows the presenter the opportunity to print out the slides in different formats, giving the viewers ready notes.

In 1983, two developers created "Presenter", which later became entitled "PowerPoint".   Originally, it was released for Apple Macintosh.  In 1987, PowerPoint was purchased by Microsoft for $14 million dollars.  In 1990 the first Windows versions were produced.  Since then, it has become a standard part of Microsoft Office Suite.  The newest version is PowerPoint 2007, released in November, 2006.
